$10.99 Lunch Specials are offered Monday-Friday and happy hour is available every day from 3-6 PM 

with a wide variety of drink and food specials. The bar will be custom built in the current space of the 

lunch counter, representing a traditional Irish Public House feel. The bar will offer an impressive whiskey 

and beer selection along with updated TV displays, making it the perfect place to enjoy a game.  Other 

events will include Tuesday night trivia, Irish music sessions and multiple private banquet rooms perfect 

for your next event.
